In a nutshell

A Wiki is a website with an “Edit”-button.

What’s so special about that?

Simple way to collect information

Low technical barrier, not HTML or other skills required

Community-driven peer-review
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The world largest encyclopedia

Exists since only five years

Maintained by volunteers all over
the world

Nearly five million articles in 229
languages

All content is free:

Free to use
Free to modify
Free to publish yourself

WIKIPEDIA
The Free Encyclopedia
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I want that, too!

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A short Wiki HOWTO

I will now demonstate how to:

1 Register (which is not necessary, but nice)

2 Edit a page

3 View a page’s history.

4 Add a new page.

Now it’s your turn. Please,

1 Register with the wiki
2 Edit your “personal page”, and put there

Your name
Your e-mail-address
Anything else, like hobbies, computer related or not

3 Add your WikiName to the list of members on the OCC
page.
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Jargon List Project

This is a suggestion, if you think it is a good idea, we can do it:

The Jargon List

This list consists of every technical or otherwise hackerish term
that appears in the club meetings or elsewhere, and their
respective meanings.

This would then be assembled by you in a totally unorganized
and chaotic fashion, on a page on the Wiki.
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Is a blog a bamboo log?

Blog, short for Weblog

A blog is nothing but a webpage with regular entries, displayed
in reverse chronological order.

Now, what’s so special about that?
It can be used in so many interesting ways.

Personal diary

Project progress reports

Club magazine

Political or social column

Link sharing facility

– insert clever idea here –
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Technical specialties

There is more to it:

RSS-Feeds. These allow the reader to syndicate the blog,
meaning he uses a program of his choice to read the blog,
and gets notified automatically. This makes reading
several blogs convenient.

Planets. These are websites that collect entries from
several blogs and display them together. There are planets
of various projects, of cities etc.

Comments and Trackbacks. Visitors can leave their
comment at an entry, and if someone else links to one’s
blog entry in one of his, this entry appears as a comment
on the linked blog.
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A German blog

Blogs are already a relevant part of journalism: During the
Katrina hurricane, major news stations were gathering there
information from bloggers who stayed in New Orleans.

It is said that there are more blogs than websites by now.
